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planning, it is crucial to gauge the host community's attitudes and perspectives
regarding the impacts and outcomes of tourism. Tabas County is regarded as
one of Iran's tourism destinations because of its human and environmental
features. The perspectives of the Tabas host community toward tourism and
its effects have been examined in this study. According to Cochran's formula,
the statistical population of this practical research consists of local residents,
and the statistical sample consists of 347 individuals. Tests and statistical
analysis, such as regression, correlation, and significance tests, have been
employed to examine the data. The study's findings demonstrated that Tabas
City's citizens have a favorable opinion of visitors and the growth of the city's
tourism industry. According to the host community, the influx of visitors into
Tabas County results in more work possibilities (3.60), higher incomes (3.55),
and a wider variety of jobs (3.25). Additionally, people's perceptions of
tourism are generally favorable in terms of environmental, physical, and
sociocultural factors, and they think that tourism has had positive effects on
the society.

Introduction

The Tourism industry is considered one of the
largest and most diverse industries in the
world. Its development in any region brings
employment, job diversity, and social and
cultural effects. The expansion of cultural
exchanges, people's knowledge of the culture
and civilization of other societies, and the
revival of cultural identity are among the
consequences of tourism development. But in
this context, the most significant and practical
issue is to measure the attitude of local
residents towards tourism and its consequences
at the level of the host community. One of the
effective factors in the development of tourism
is paying attention to the host community in
tourism environments and their level of
satisfaction with this activity. In other words,
one of the requirements for success in tourism
is the satisfaction of the residents of tourist
areas as one of the main pillars of the tourism
system; otherwise, tourism development will
face challenges without the recognition and
support of the host community. The
relationship between the local community and
tourists in a destination is very complex and
can create many challenges for stakeholders.
Since tourism relies heavily on the goodwill of
local residents, it will require their support for
the development, successful operation, and
sustainability of tourism. It is important for
planners to check information about the effects
of tourism on the attitude of the host
community during planning. In general, the
orientation and support of the residents is one
of the key components in the sustainable
development of tourism. Meanwhile, tourism
can be a major factor in changing the social,
political, and cultural system in the destination
region, which sometimes leads to social
change or even more complicated issues.
Therefore, according to the importance of the
topic, this research has measured the attitude of
the host community to the development of
tourism in Tabas County.

Methodology

Based on the analytical-survey approach, the
research was applied in accordance with its
nature. In order to study the research field and
gather information about tourism, the
economic, social, and environmental effects of
tourism, two methods of information
collection have been used: library studies and
field surveys. A questionnaire created by the
researcher was used to gauge the host
community's attitude toward the tourism
development. Tabas County, including 3675
people, and the statistical sample size is
estimated to be 347 people using Cochran's
formula. The data has been analyzed through
statistical analysis using SPSS software.
Dispersion and central indices, including
frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, minimum, and background, were
employed in the descriptive statistics portion.
Regression analysis, which measures the
impact of one factor on another, correlation
analysis, which measures the link between two
variables, and significance tests have all been
employed in the inferential statistics phase,
which takes into consideration the research's
hypotheses and goals.

Results

The study's findings demonstrated that Tabas
City's citizens have a favorable opinion of
visitors and the growth of the city's tourism
industry. According to the host community, the
influx of tourists to Tabas City results in more
work opportunities (3.60), higher incomes
(3.55), and a wider variety of jobs (3.25).
Nearly 70% of the population has a positive
attitude toward the economic effects of tourism
in the region and believes that tourism will
increase income, increase job opportunities,
and diversify jobs in the region, according to
the average score of 3.47 for the item on
tourism's effects on economic dimensions.
The host community's attitude and the locals'
perception of the detrimental social and
cultural impacts of visitors visiting Tabas
County are 2.88. From the perspective of the
host community, tourism thus contributes to
the revitalization of the city's traditional arts as
well as the cultural advancement of its citizens.
Residents have a positive perception and
expectation regarding the social and cultural
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effects of tourism in the future because of the
small number of incoming tourists, the high
social and economic base of tourists, and the
somewhat organized type of tourism, which
has resulted in few negative social and cultural
effects in the current situation. The average
effect of tourism on physical aspects and
infrastructure is 3.16. According to the host
community, the construction of new facilities
and attractions in the city as well as the care
that officials and citizens pay to the city's
ancient buildings and structures are all
impacted by the influx of tourists.

Regarding the effects of tourism on the
environment, the host community is also not
particularly hostile to the effects of tourism on
the county's declining animal and plant species
as well as the city's growing visual and
environmental pollution (waste production).

Discussion and Conclusion

The interaction between the local population
and visitors in a destination is quite
complicated nowadays, and it can present
several difficulties for all parties involved in
tourism and tourism development planning.
Since the growth, prosperity, and sustainability
of tourism are largely dependent on the
goodwill of the local population, their support
is necessary. The decision-making process
should be centered on the local community,
and while planning for the industry, planners
should take information regarding how tourism
affects host community sentiments into
account.

Overall, the findings demonstrated that Tabas's
citizens have a favorable outlook on visitors
and the growth of the county's tourism
industry. The findings demonstrated that, from
the respondents' perspective, the influx of
tourists into Tabas County can effectively
boost employment prospects, income, and job
variety. Additionally, the influx of tourists
does not adversely affect the city's traditional
customs. The belief that the advent of tourists
has a minor impact on the city's cultural
customs is more prevalent among university
students.

Overall, it can be concluded that the host
community has a positive attitude toward the
growth of tourism activities brought about by
visitor arrivals. Additionally, the research's

findings are somewhat complementary to those
of other studies that have measured the host
community's attitude and are nearly identical
with those findings.
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
